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Singapore Armed Forces Overseas Scholarship

Introduced in 1971, the Singapore Armed Forces (SAF) Overseas Scholarship (SAFOS) 
is a prestigious scholarship, widely recognised as second only to the President's 
Scholarship. The SAFOS is awarded annually to outstanding service personnel who have 
excelled in their studies and co-curricular activities, and performed well in the officer 
cadet course. The SAFOS has attracted the best and brightest from each cohort of school-
leavers to join the SAF. Upon completion of their tertiary education, the scholars return 
to the armed forces to assume a variety of challenging appointments to groom them for 
the highest level of leadership positions at the Ministry of Defence (MINDEF) and the 
SAF. There are 298 SAFOS recipients to date.
